TRINDEL INSURANCE FUND

INVESTMENT POLICY

The primary investment objective of Trindel Insurance Fund is to preserve capital by
investing in securities in accordance with the Government Code while maintaining an
appropriate level of risk. The second objective shall be to maintain an adequate level of
liquidity. The third objective shall be to achieve an optimum rate of return on invested
funds measured as yield (accrued income) and as a total rate of return (accrued income
plus changes in market values).

The total rate of return of the portfolio shall be measured against the Merrill Lynch 1-3
Year Treasury Index. The objective shall be to exceed the index by a minimum of 10
basis points over a complete interest rate cycle (peak to peak or trough to trough).

The annualized yield shall be measured against the annualized yield of the Local Agency
Investment Fund (LAIF). The objective shall be to exceed LAIF yields by a minimum of 25
basis points over a complete interest rate cycle.

Sections 53601 and 53601.1 of the Government Code provide legal authorization for
investment of funds of local agencies. All investments of Trindel Insurance Fund shall
conform to the restrictions of those laws. In addition, further requirements shall be
established taking into consideration prudent investment standards.

An appropriate risk level shall be maintained by primarily purchasing securities that are
liquid, marketable, and of high quality.

Adequate diversification shall be applied to the individual issuers of debt (normally banks),
both within each class of investment and collectively. The intent is to prevent an undue
amount of investments from being at risk with any one institution.

The classes of investments that most adequately meet the above mentioned criteria shall
be allowed for purchase. They are issues of the United States Government, agencies
(The Government National Mortgage Associations, The Federal Home Loan Bank, The
Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, The Federal National Mortgage Association,
The Federal Farm Credit System, The Tennessee Valley Authority, and The Student Loan
Marketing Association), negotiable certificates of deposit (including Yankees), bankers'
acceptances (including foreign issues), commercial paper and medium-term notes. While
not as liquid or marketable as the prior mentioned securities, repurchase agreements and
time certificates of deposit shall also be allowable investments.

Trindel Insurance Fund shall also have the option of depositing funds with LAIF up to the
maximum allowed and/or depositing funds with any Trindel member County Treasurer.





Guidelines shall be developed for each type of security recommended above to allow
investment policy to be properly implemented. Included in the guidelines shall be a brief
description of each type of security, legal restrictions, quality standards, and diversification
requirements.

The vyield on the investment portfolio can be optimized by using various accepted
investment methods and techniques.

Maturities of investments will be selected taking many variables into consideration.
Probably the most important variable will be the shape of the yield curve and the
anticipated change in that curve. Proper use of the yield curve will involve not only
purchasing securities with desirable maturities, but also swapping from existing portfolio
securities with less desirable maturities into those with maturities that are perceived as
currently more advantageous. The average maturity of the portfolio will be shortened or
lengthened primarily depending upon the expectations of future interest rates. No security
may be purchased with a maturity greater than five years unless prior approval has been
obtained from the Board of Directors.

Additional income can be obtained through prudent use of swaps. Securities in different
classes (sectors) trade at "average" yield differentials from each other. When those
spreads are at extremes, an opportunity to increase yield exists by selling a security in the
portfolio and purchasing (swapping into) a security in another sector that has a wider than
"average" yield spread. This type of swap can be reversed when the yield differential
becomes narrower than normal between the two issues, and the process repeated when
appropriate.

Securities not specifically approved in this policy, including reverse repurchase
agreements and financial futures, may not be purchased (or agreed to)

This Investment Policy and Guidelines shall be reviewed and approved annually by the
Board of Directors in accordance with Government Code 8§ 53646. By adoption of this
investment policy, the Board of Directors delegates investment authority to the Executive
Director for a one-year period in accordance with Government Code 8 53607. Such
investment authority shall include authority to invest or to reinvest funds of the Authority, or
to sell or exchange securities so purchased.

Interest or investment earnings will be distributed each quarter of the fiscal year. Earnings
will be distributed to each member based on their cash balance in the Workers'
Compensation fund and the Property/ Liability funds. Members will be allocated a portion
of the earnings based on their percentage of cash balance of the fund's total cash balance
at the end of each quarter. And will earn interest on al funds.

INVESTMENT GUIDELINES
U.S. Treasuries and Agencies

INVESTMENTS: Issues of the U.S. Treasury (treasuries or governments), agencies of
the federal government, and the Federal National Mortgage Association (FNMA) shall be
authorized as acceptable investments for Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASONS: U.S. Treasury issues are judged to be the safest of all investments.
Agencies are typically considered the next safest class of securities available. (The
Federal National Mortgage Association is now publicly owned but the investment world
still generally groups it with the agencies. For purposes of these guidelines, it will be
referred to as an agency.) These securities are also very liquid, marketable, and they
offer a wide range of available maturities.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53601 of the Government Code authorizes local agencies
to purchase all of these securities with no limitations as to the amount that can be owned
of each.

CHARACTERISTICS: Agencies of the Federal government are the Federal Home Loan
Bank System (FHLB), the Federal Farm Credit System (FFCS), the Federal Home Loan
Mortgage Corporation (FHLMC), the Government National Mortgage Association
(GNMA), the Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA), and the Student Loan Marketing
Association (SLMA).

Securities issued by the GNMA are guaranteed by the Federal government and it is a
general belief that the other agencies carry an "implied" guarantee (excluding FNMA).

Along with treasuries, agencies can be issued in discount form for securities with
maturities of one year or less, or with coupons if the maturities are greater than one year.
With the exception of the FFCS, TVA and SLMA the agencies issue a variety of securities
backed by mortgages. Maturities on treasuries and agencies can be from just a few days
to thirty years.

While all of these securities are classified as agencies, there are perceived differences in
quality and consequently each will trade at a different yield from each other and
treasuries. Issues of the GNMA, because of the government guarantee, are considered
the safest of the agencies.

GUIDELINES: There shall be no restrictions on the amount of dollars to be placed in
governments at any one time.

As a general guide, no more than 30 percent of available funds should be placed in any
one agency at any one time.

Bankers Acceptance

INVESTMENTS: Domestic and Japanese Bankers' Acceptances shall be authorized as
acceptable investments for Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASONS: Bankers' Acceptances (BA's) are a suitable short-term investment. In
addition to providing additional yield, they are considered a relatively safe and liquid
investment.

DEFINITION: A BA is a time draft drawn on and accepted by a bank for payment of the
shipment or storage of merchandise. The initial obligation of payment rests with the
drawer, but the bank substitutes its credit standing for that of the borrower and assumes
the obligation to pay face value at maturity.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53601 of the Government Code allows local agencies to
place up to 40 percent of available funds in bankers' acceptances.

FOREIGN BA'S: During the 1970's foreign banks, and in particular the Japanese
agencies, became a competitive force in the U.S., especially in the issuance of BA's. The
International Banking Act (IBA) was passed by Congress and signed into law in 1978 to
regulate foreign banks. The IBA created a dual state and federal regulatory system. The
Fed was authorized to fix reserve requirements for both state and federally licensed
agencies of foreign banks. Most states require foreign agencies to maintain assets in an
amount not less than 108 percent of the adjusted total liabilities of the agency and to
deposit cash or securities with the state equal to 5 percent of adjusted total liabilities.

HISTORY: A form of BA's was used to finance foreign trade as early as the 12th century
and they have been used in the United States for over 100 years. The Federal Reserve
allowed national banks to accept time drafts in 1913 to encourage foreign trade and
subsequently took action to promote expansion of the BA market. The most dramatic
growth of the BA market began in 1974 when the total of BA's outstanding was
approximately $10 billion. By the end of 1981, the volume had expanded to over $69
billion.

CHARACTERISTICS: BA's are issued in bearer form and are a discount instrument.
Normal trading blocks are $5 million, but the odd-lot market is active. The majority of
BA's created is with a 90-day maturity and rarely extends over 180 days.

Due to the high volume of BA's being traded, they are a relatively liquid instrument with
spreads between the quoted bid and offer typically being between five and ten basis
point, but often brokered for as little as two basis points.





Domestic BA's usually will yield 15 to 30 basis points over Treasury bills, and foreign BA's
an additional 40 to 50 basis points. During periods of easy money, the spreads can be
substantially less. Likewise, tight money can produce wider Yyield differentials.

Since BA's are a "two-name paper" they are perceived to be the safest of bank
obligations. During the more than 70 years that BA's have been actively traded in the
U.S. no loss of principal has been documented.

GUIDELINES: Only the most stable of banks shall be acceptable for purchase.
BA's shall only be purchased from banks that meet minimum quality standards as
determined by professional rating services, and that are approved by the Executive
Director.

Since BA's are a relatively safe investment, Trindel Insurance Fund is authorized to invest
in BA's up to the 40 percent maximum authorized by law.

No more than 15 percent of funds in the Trindel Insurance Fund portfolio shall be placed
in the BA's of any one bank at any one time.

In combination with all other investments from the same bank or its holding company
(excluding repurchase agreements and commercial paper with maturities of seven days
or less), BA's of any one bank should not exceed 20 percent of available funds.

Time Certificate of Deposit

INVESTMENT: Time Certificates of Deposit (TCDs) shall be authorized as
acceptable investments for the investment portfolio of Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASONS: TCDs can be attractive investments because they offer competitive yields, a
wide range of maturities, and a relatively high degree of safety if they are issued by a
financial institution of high quality and collateralized.

DEFINITIONS: A TCD is a non-negotiable instrument evidencing a deposit with a
financial institution for a fixed period of time and normally for a fixed rate of interest.
TCDs can be collateralized with securities or mortgages or, if issued in denominations of
$100,000 or less, they can be insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, or
other corporations.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53630 of the Government Code allows public agencies to
invest in the TCDs of depositories (banks, savings and loan associations, savings
associations, savings banks or federally insured loan companies).

HISTORY: Prior to 1975, bank TCDs collateralized with securities were one of the few
investments allowed for public agencies. Subsequently, TCDs of other depositories were
legalized as investments, the insured portion of TCDs was raised to $250,000, mortgages
could be utilized as collateral, and collateral could be waived in lieu of insurance.

CHARACTERISTICS: TCDs purchased by public agencies pay interest at least
quarterly. Maturities are typically one year or less. Because they are non-negotiable,
they are non-liquid and cannot be sold or redeemed prior to maturity without suffering a
loss of interest. TCDs can be written for any amount, but it has become common practice
over the past few years to issue TCDs in $250,000 denominations to take advantage of
the insurance available on that amount.

TCDs covered by insurance typically yield slightly more than TCDs collateralized.
Because of recent financial strains suffered by banks, and savings and loans, yields on
TCDs issued by different institutions can vary a great deal depending upon the quality
and size of the institution. Normally, yields on TCDs issued by larger, more stable (first-
tier) banks will be at a slight premium to treasury yields. TCDs of lower-rated depositories
can yield up to 300-400 basis points over those of first-tier banks during periods of tight
monetary policy.





GUIDELINES: TCDs depositories must meet a minimum rating from a professional rating
service, and be approved for purchase by the Executive Director.

No more than 15 percent of available funds shall be placed in TCDs of any one institution
at any one time.

All TCD deposits shall be fully collateralized as provided for in the Government Code.
Waivers for insurance will be allowed (only for those institutions meeting the minimum
guality standard).

Interest shall be collected monthly when possible.

Up to 30 percent of funds being managed may be deposited in TCDs at any one time.
Deposits in any one financial institution, in combination with any other debt issued by that

institution or its holding company should equal no more than 20 percent of available funds
(excluding repos and commercial paper with maturities of seven days or less).

Commercial Paper

INVESTMENT: Commercial paper shall be authorized as an acceptable
investment for Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASONS: Commercial paper can offer some of the most attractive short-term interest
rates available, odd amounts of funds can be invested and a wide range of maturities are
normally available (up to about 90 days).

DEFINITION: Commercial paper is negotiable corporate debt, usually unsecured, issued
on a continuous basis for short time frames.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53601 of the Government Code authorizes local agencies
to purchase commercial paper of the highest rating offered by Moody's or Standard and
Poor's. In addition, corporations issuing eligible commercial paper must possess an "A"
or better rating (by Moody's or Standard and Poor's) on debt other than commercial
paper, if any. To be an eligible issuing corporation, it must be organized and operating
within the United States and have assets in excess of $500,000. Purchases of
commercial paper may not exceed 270 days maturity, nor represent more than 10
percent of each corporation's outstanding paper. Up to 40% of available funds may be
placed in commercial paper.

HISTORY: Commercial paper has been used in the United States for almost 300 years.
At first, it was used mainly for the purchase of goods. By 1920, borrowers were generally
using commercial paper to finance working capital or seasonal needs. Issuers include
industrial corporations, public utilities, finance companies and bank holding companies.
Total commercial paper outstanding at any one time can approach 200 billion dollars.

CHARACTERISTICS: Commercial paper is normally issued in multiples of $100,000.
About one-half of outstanding commercial paper is sold directly by the borrowers and
one-half is sold through dealers. Maturities of commercial paper can extend out to 270
days, but the majority of maturities are for 90 days or less. Commercial paper can be
issued on a discount or interest bearing basis. Both methods of issuance result in






identical yields. A corporation can write commercial paper on a continuous basis for any
number of maturities.

Irrevocable letters of credit (LOCs) or irrevocable revolving credit loans (IRCs) can be
used to guarantee commercial paper. For issuers utilizing LOCs or IRCs, rating agencies
will base their ratings on the credit worthiness of the bank providing the LOCs or IRCs.

Commercial paper is negotiable, but it is not nearly as liquid as most other money-market
instruments. Dealers acting as agent for an issuer normally are prepared to buy back any
of that issuer's outstanding paper from purchasers, but the spreads can be up to 20 or 25
basis points.

Yield spreads on commercial paper over treasury yields can vary substantially. During
low interest rate environments when there is low demand for funds, the spreads on prime
commercial paper can be equal to or even less than treasury yields. When money is
"tight" the spreads can be up to 300 basis points.

GUIDELINES: In addition to meeting the rating standards of the Government Code,
issuers of commercial paper must also be approved by the Executive Director.

Commercial paper purchased from any one corporation shall not exceed 1 percent of
available funds.

In combination with any other debt issued by any one corporation, no more than 20
percent of available funds shall be placed in that corporation at any one time. If the
corporation is a bank holding company, total investments in it plus investments with or
deposits in the affiliate bank, shall not exceed 20 percent of available funds.

Medium-Term Corporate Notes

INVESTMENT: Medium-term notes (MTNs) shall be authorized as acceptable
investments for Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASON: Medium-term notes are a suitable investment for maturity requirements of one
to five years. High-quality corporate notes are relatively safe as to principal, reasonably
liquid and they can offer attractive yields and a wide range of maturities.

DEFINITION: MTNSs are negotiable instruments issued by corporations with maturities of
nine months to fifteen years. Most are unsecured, although some are collateralized or
carry other credit enhancements such as a letter of credit.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53601 of the Government Code allows public agencies to
invest a maximum of 30 percent of available funds in MTNs with maturities up to five
years. Issuers must be operating within the United States and possess a rating of “A” or
its equivalent or better by a nationally recognized rating service. The definition of legal
investments under this section of the Code was expanded on 1-1-00 to include “all
corporate and depository institution debt securities.”

HISTORY: MTNs were initially issued by General Motors Acceptance Corporation
(GMAC) in 1972. They have become a more prevalent investment since 1982 when the
SEC removed some restrictions that had previously hindered their sale. Currently, there
are over 100 issues of MTNs with outstanding notes of over 35 billion dollars.

CHARACTERISTICS: MTNs are generally issued in minimum amounts of $25,000 or
$100,000 and integral amounts of $1,000. Interest is calculated on a 30-day month, 360-
day year basis and paid semi-annually on two pre-established dates. Floating rate MTNs
can pay interest monthly, quarterly, or semi-annually.

Yields on MTNs will normally exceed those on treasuries with comparable maturities by
about 10 to 75 basis points. Levels of interest rates, maturities, the quality of each issue,
and supply and demand factors will affect available yields.

GUIDELINES: Only MTNs issued by the most stable corporations should be purchased
for the Trindel Insurance Fund portfolio. In addition to meeting the rating standards of the
Government Code, issuers of medium-term notes must be approved by the Executive
Director.

Up to 30 percent of available funds shall be allowed to be placed in MTNs at any one
time.





No more than 10 percent of available funds should be allowed to be placed in the notes of
any one issuer at any one time. In combination with any other debt issued by any one
corporation or its holding company, no more than 2 percent of available funds should be

placed in that corporation at any one time.

INVESTMENT GUIDELINES
Repurchase Agreements

INVESTMENT: Repurchase Agreements (Repos) shall be authorized as acceptable
investment instruments for Trindel Insurance Fund.

REASONS: Repos are one of the most flexible investments available to invest short-term
funds and when proper guidelines are followed, are relatively safe.

DEFINITIONS: A repo involves two simultaneous transactions. One transaction involves
the sale of securities (collateral) by a borrower of funds, typically a bank or broker/dealer
in governments or agencies, to a lender of funds. The lender can be any investor with
cash to invest. The second transaction is the commitment by the borrower to repurchase
the securities at the same price plus a predetermined amount of interest on an agreed
future date.

LEGAL AUTHORITY: Section 53601 of the Government Code permits repos in any
security that is allowed for purchase as defined in that same section of the Code.
Collateral must be delivered to the local agency by book entry, physical delivery or third
party custodial agreement. Market value of collateral must be equal to at least 102
percent of the repo.

CHARACTERISTICS: Repos can be entered into with any amount of dollars, including
odd amounts. They are typically for very short periods, often one day, but it is not
unusual for repos to be for periods of up to 180 days and occasionally longer.

Any type of security can be used as collateral but most often government or agencies'
securities are utilized.

The interest rate earned on a repo is a function of short-term borrowing rates, the term of
the repo, the size of the transaction, and the quality and supply of the securities used as
collateral.

RISK: There are minimal risks involved in a repo transaction if the collateral is priced
properly. Caution should be used for repos of greater than 30 days so that market
changes do not substantially change the value of the collateral.

GUIDELINES: Repos shall be transacted only with banks or broker/dealers considered
reputable and financially strong. An eligible bank or broker/dealer must meet a minimum
quality standard as determined by professional rating services.





Collateral used for repos shall be any security approved for purchase. For repos of 30
days or less no more than 20 percent of available funds shall be invested with any one
institution.

For repos of over 30 days no more than 10 percent of available funds shall be placed with
any one institution.

Securities purchased through repurchase agreements shall be considered "owned" and
added to the total of those securities (excluding repos of seven days or less). This will
prevent percentage limitations placed on any type of security from being exceeded.

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TRINDEL INSURANCE FUND (TRINDEL)
JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made in the State of California by and among those public entities
organized and existing under the laws of the State of California, hereinafter referred to as
“Member Entity(ies)”, which are parties signatory to this Agreement. All such Member
Entities are listed in Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

RECITALS

California Government Code Section 6500 et seq, permits two or more public
agencies, by agreement, to jointly exercise any power common to the contracting
parties.

The public agencies executing this Agreement desire to join together for the
purpose of jointly funding, purchasing and/or establishing insurance and risk
management programs as determined.

California Government Code Section 990.4 permits a local public entity to self-
insure, purchase insurance through an authorized carrier, or purchase insurance
through a surplus line broker, or any combination of these.

California Government Code Section 990.6 provides that the cost of insurance is
a proper charge against that local entity.

California Government Code Section 990.8 provides that two or more local
entities, by a joint powers agreement, may provide insurance by any one or more
of the methods specified in Government Code Section 990.4, and further provides
that such pooling of self-insured claims or losses shall not be considered
insurance nor be subject to regulation under the California Insurance Code.

California Government Code Section 990.8 also provides that a joint powers
agreement may provide that if any peril insured or covered under a contract has
existed, and the joint powers authority or other parties participation in the pool
have been liable for any period, the agreement may provide that the insured or
covered party is not entitled to the return of premiums, contributions, payments
or advances so far as the particular risk is insured or covered is concerned.

Labor Code Section 3700[c] permits all political subdivisions of this State,
including each member of a pooling arrangement, under a joint exercise of
powers agreement, to request a certificate of consent from the Division of
Industrial Relations to self-insure against workers compensation claims.






The governing body of each Member Entity has determined that it is in its own
best interest and in the public interest that this Agreement be executed and that it
participate as a member of the Trindel Insurance Fund (Trindel) created by this
Agreement.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the above facts and the mutual benefits,
promises and agreements set forth below, the Member Entities hereby agree as
follows:
ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

The following terms shall have the following definitions:

“Agreement” shall mean this Joint Powers Agreement Creating Trindel
Insurance Fund (Trindel) and any amendment thereto.

“Board” or “Board of Directors” shall mean the governing body of Trindel.

“Bylaws” shall mean the Bylaws attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated
herein by reference, and by such amendments to the Bylaws as may from time to
time be adopted. Wherever in this Agreement Bylaws are referred to, said
Bylaws shall be those set forth in Exhibit B, as may be amended. Each party to
this Agreement agrees to comply with and be bound by the provisions of said
Bylaws and further agrees that Trindel shall be operated pursuant to this
Agreement and said Bylaws.

The procedure for amending the Bylaws shall be as provided in the Bylaws so
long as the procedure is not inconsistent with this Agreement.

“Deposit Premium” shall mean the estimated amount determined for each

Member Entity necessary to fund its share of expected costs for each Program in
which it is a participant.

“Executive Committee” shall mean the Executive Committee of the Board of

Directors, constituted and exercising the authority set forth in this Agreement
and in the Bylaws.

“Executive Director” shall be the person appointed by the Board to administer

and supervise Trindel’s activities subject to the direction and control of the

Board of Directors and Executive Committee.






“Member Entity” or “Member” shall mean any California County which is a

signatory to this Agreement, including any other agency for which the Board of
Supervisors sits as the governing board.

“Memorandum of Coverage” shall mean the document or documents issued by

Trindel specifying the type and amount of coverage’s provided under any
Program to the Member Entities by Trindel.

“Program” shall mean an area of coverage, such as, but not limited to, liability,
workers’ compensation, and property or other insurance programs or coverage
which Trindel provides to its Member Entities.

“Special Assessment” shall mean any amounts in addition to Deposit Premiums

already collected which are determined by the Board as necessary to pay the
Program costs for a given Program year.

“Trindel” shall mean the Trindel Insurance Fund created by this Agreement.

ARTICLE II
PARTIES TO AGREEMENT

Each Member Entity, as a party to this Agreement, certifies that it intends to and
does contract with all other parties who are signatories of this Agreement and,
with such other parties as may later be added to this Agreement pursuant to
Article XVI. Each Member Entity also certifies that the removal or withdrawal
of any Member Entity from this Agreement, pursuant to Articles XVII and
XVIII, shall not affect this Agreement or the remaining parties obligations under
this Agreement.

Should a conflict arise between the provisions of this Article and any applicable
memorandum of Coverage or other document evidencing coverage, such

memorandum of Coverage or other document evidencing coverage shall prevail.

ARTICLE III
CREATION OF THE TRINDEL INSURANCE FUND






Pursuant to Article 1 (commencing with Section 6500) of Chapter 5 of Division 7
of Title 1 of the California Government Code, the Member Entities hereby create
a public entity, separate and apart from the parties to this Agreement, to be
known as the Trindel Insurance Fund with such powers as are hereinafter set
forth. Pursuant to Government Code Section 6508.1, the debts, liabilities or
obligations of Trindel shall not constitute the debts, liabilities or obligations of
any party to this Agreement. However, a Member Entity may separately
contract for or assume responsibility for specific debts, liabilities or obligations of
Trindel.

ARTICLE 1V

PURPOSES

This Agreement is entered into by the Member Entities in order to:

A. Create the Trindel Insurance Fund to carry out the purposes listed below and
to jointly exercise the powers contained in this Agreement;

B. Develop effective risk management and other related programs to reduce the

amount and frequency of their losses;

C. Create a loss funding method whereby overtime each member pays for its
own losses;

D. Jointly purchase commercial insurance, associate and/or participate with
other insurance pools, or self-insure against risks;

E. Jointly purchase administrative and other services including but not limited
to underwriting, risk management consulting, loss prevention and control,
claims adjusting, actuarial consulting, data processing, brokerage, accounting
and legal services when related to any of the other purposes;

F. Do all things necessary to carry out the foregoing purposes, as well as all
things necessary to implement the terms of this Agreement as permitted by

law.






ARTICLE V
TERM OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall continue in full force and effect until terminated as provided

herein.

ARTICLE VI
POWERS OF TRINDEL

1 shall have the powers common to its Member Entities in California and all

additional powers as set forth in the joint powers law, Government Code Section 6500

et seq.

The parties hereby authorize Trindel to do all acts necessary in the exercise of

such powers to fulfill the purposes of this Agreement, referred to in Article IV,

including, but not limited to, the following:

A.

Make and enter into contracts;

Incur debts, liabilities and obligations;

Acquire, hold, lease, or dispese of real and personal property, contributions
and donations of property, funds, services and other forms of assistance from
persons, firms, corporations and public agencies;

Sue and be sued in its own name and settle any claim against it;

Employ agents and employees;

Acquire, construct, manage, maintain or operate any building, works or
improvements;

Receive, collect and disburse monies; and invest its money not required for its
immediate necessities, pursuant to Government Code Section 6509.5; and
Exercise all powers necessary and proper to carry out the terms and

provisions of this Agreement.

These powers shall be exercised in the manner provided by applicable law and as set

forth in this Agreement.






ARTICLE VIl
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Trindel shall be governed by a Board of Directors composed of one member

from each Member Entity. Each Member Entity shall appoint one member and one

alternate to the Board of Directors who shall be either a member of the Board of

Supervisors, a department head, or a staff member responsible for risk management.

If a director or alternate ceases to be an employee or elected official of a

Member Entity, for any reason, his or her position on the Board and any of its

committees shall immediately terminate.

ARTICLE VIII
POWERS OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors shall have the following powers and functions:

AC

The Board shall exercise all powers and conduct business of Trindel,
either directly or by delegation of authority to other bodies or persons,
pursuant to this Agreement and applicable law.

The Board may adopt such resolutions and other policy statements as
deemed necessary in the exercise of those powers and duties set forth
herein.

The Board shall form an Executive Committee from its membership.
The Board shall delegate to that Committee, as provided in the Bylaws,
such powers and duties as it sees fit.

The Board may form such other committees as it deems appropriate in
conducting Trindel business.

The Board shall elect Trindel officers and appoint or employ necessary
staff.

The Board shall cause to be prepared, and shall review, modify as

necessary and adopt Trindel’s annual operating budget.






The Board shall develop, or cause to be developed, and shall review,
modify as necessary, and adopt each of Trindel’s programs, including
all provisions for reinsurance and administrative services necessary to
carry out such program.

The Board shall contract or otherwise provide for necessary services to
Trindel and to Member Entities. These necessary services may include,
but shall not be limited to, administrative, risk management consulting,
loss prevention and control, centralized loss reporting, actuarial
consulting, claims adjusting, and legal defense services.

The Board, either directly or through the Executive Committee, shall
provide general supervision and policy direction to the Executive
Director.

The Board shall receive and act upon reports of its committees and the
Executive Director either directly or through the Executive Committee.
The Board shall establish monetary limits upon any delegation of the
claims payment and settlement authority, beyond which a proposed
settlement must be referred to the Board for approval.

The Board shall require that Trindel review, audit, report upon, and
make recommendations with regard to the safety or claims
administration functions of any Member Entity insofar as those
functions affect Trindel’s liability or potential liability. The Board shall
forward any or all such recommendation(s) to the Member Entity and
the Board of Supervisors with a request for compliance and a statement
of potential consequences for noncompliance.

The Board shall receive, review and act upon periodic reports and
audits of Trindel’s funds.

The Board shall appoint the Executive Director to serve at the Board’s
pleasure.

The Board may amend, repeal or adopt new Bylaws.

The Board may increase, decrease, or otherwise amend coverages,

limits and other terms of any Memorandum of Coverage.

Q. No Special Assessment proposed by the Executive Committee shall be
billed unless first approved by the Board.

R. The Board shall review and act upon applications for membership and
shall determine which programs such applicants may participate in and
when such participation begins.

S. The Board may remove a Member Entity from any Program or from
membership in Trindel pursuant to Article XVIII of this Agreement.

T The Board may ratify actions of the Executive Committee, where such
ratification is required before the action becomes final.

U. The Board may enter into a joint venture or contractual agreement
with any similar entity and may also enter into a merger or acquisition
agreement with a similar entity, provided that if Trindel is not the
surviving entity in any such merger or acquisition, such action shall
require approval by the vote of three-fourths of the Member Entities.

V. The Board shall have such other powers and functions as are provided
for in this Agreement, the Bylaws, applicable law and which are
otherwise reasonably necessary to carry out the purposes of this
Agreement.

W. The Board shall hold at least one regular meeting each year and shall
provide for such other regular and special meeting as it deems

necessary as provided in the Bylaws.

ARTICLE IX
OFFICERS

The officers of Trindel shall be the President, Vice-President, and Secretary.
Their qualifications and duties shall be those set forth in the Bylaws.

ARTICLE X
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

11






The Board shall create an Executive Committee, all of whose members shall be
directors. The Executive Committee shall be composed of four (4) members: the
President, Vice-President, and two members from the Board. The Executive Director
of Trindel shall attend meetings of the Executive Committee and shall serve as its
Secretary but shall have no vote.

The authority of the Executive Committee and provisions for its meetings shall

be as provided in the Bylaws.

ARTICLE XI
RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEMBER ENTITIES

Each Member Entity shall comply with and have the following responsibilities:

A. Execute this Agreement and participate in Trindel’s Liability, Property and
Workers’ Compensation Programs and any other programs as determined by
the Board;

B. To pay Deposit Premiums, and any Special Assessments to Trindel on or
before the due date;

C. To appoint, elect or remove representatives to serve as director and alternate
on the Board as set forth in Article VII and the Bylaws, whose representatives
shall act on behalf of the Member Entity on all matters coming before the
Board;

D. To assure that its Board Member or alternate attends regular and special
Board meetings held during each fiscal year.

E. To assure that its Board Member and alternate keep informed about Trindel’s
activities and to assist them in doing so;

F. To approve amendments to this Agreement as set forth herein;

G. To comply with all other Member Entity responsibilities as set forth in the
Bylaws;

H. Submit to and cooperate with Trindel during any risk management and loss

control audits required by the Executive Committee;

Respond within the timelines as specified in the Bylaws or as required by the
Board to any recommendations for corrective action resulting from risk
management and loss control audits.

Appoint an officer or employee of the Member Entity to be responsible for the
risk management function for that Member Entity and to serve as a liaison
between the Member Entity and Trindel for all matters relating to risk
management;

Shall consider and respond to all recommendations of Trindel concerning the
reduction of risk;

Provide Trindel such other information or assistance as may be necessary for
Trindel to develop and implement insurance and other programs under this
Agreement;

Cooperate with and assist Trindel, and any insurer of Trindel or the Member
Entity, in all matters relating to this Agreement, and shall comply with all
Bylaws and other rules adopted by the Board;

Other responsibilities as are provided elsewhere in this Agreement, MOU(s)
and Bylaws and as are established by the Board in order to carry out the

purposes of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XII
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

The Executive Director shall serve as Treasurer and attend meetings of the

Board, the Executive Committee and other committees of the Board, but shall have

no vote. He or she shall be responsible for the preparation and maintenance of all

minutes of meetings of the Board and its Committees, notices of meetings and records

of Trindel. The Executive Director shall also administer and supervise Trindel’s

business and activities, subject to the direction and supervision by the Board and the

Executive Committee, and shall be responsible for carrying out the duties set forth in

the Agreement, Bylaws, contract or otherwise.

ARTICLE XIII
BUDGET AND FISCAL YEAR

The Board shall adopt an annual budget prior to the beginning of each Fiscal
Year. Trindel’s fiscal year shall be the twelve months commencing July 1 of each

year.

ARTICLE XIV
ANNUAL FINANCIAL AUDITS

The Treasurer shall cause an annual financial audit of the accounts and
records to be prepared by a Certified Public Accountant in compliance with
California Government Code Sections 6505 and 6505.6 with respect to all receipts,
disbursements, other transactions and entries into the books of Trindel. The
minimum requirements of the audit shall be those prescribed by the State Controller
for special districts under Government Code Section 26909 and shall conform to
general accepted accounting standards. A report of each such audit shall be filed as a
public record with the Board of each of the Member Entities, and each county auditor
or the county in which each of the Member Entities is located. The report shall be
filed within twelve (12) months of the end of the fiscal year under examination.

Trindel shall pay all costs for such financial audits.

ARTICLE XV
ESTABLISHMENT AND ADMINISTRATION OF FUNDS

Trindel shall be responsible for the strict accountability of all funds and the
reporting of all receipts and disbursements in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles. It will comply with all provisions of law relating to this
subject, including California Government Code Section 6505, 6505.1, 6505.5, or
6505.6.

The Treasurer of Trindel shall establish and maintain such funds and accounts
as may be required by good accounting practices. Separate accounts shall be
established and maintained for each Program of Trindel. Books and records of
Trindel in the hands of the Treasurer or other designated person shall be open to
inspection at all reasonable times by members of the Board or authorized
representatives of the Member Entities.

The Treasurer shall have the custody of and disburse Trindel funds and shall
do those acts as are required pursuant to Government Code Section 6505.5. He or
she may delegate disbursing authority to such persons as may be authorized by the
Board to perform that function.

Pursuant to Government Code Section 6505.1, the Treasurer and such other persons

as the Board may designate shall have charge of, handle, and have access to Trindel’s

property.

Trindel shall secure and pay for a fidelity bond or bonds, in an amount or
amounts and in the form specified by the Board covering all officers and employees of
Trindel who are authorized to hold or disburse Trindel’s funds, and all officers and

employees who are authorized to have charge of, handle, and have access to Trindel’s

property.

ARTICLE XVI
NEW MEMBERS

Any California County may apply for membership in Trindel. Approval
requires the unanimous consent of the existing Member Entities, expressed by vote at
a formal meeting or by written consent filed with Trindel. A new membership will

become effective upon the execution of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XVII
WITHDRAWAL

Any Member Entity may withdraw from this agreement at the end of any

fiscal year by giving notice in writing to the Board of Directors on or before March 1

preceding the fiscal year end.

A.

Any member which withdraws shall remain responsible to pay to Trindel any
premium charge or Special Assessment which Trindel may lawfully make
under its policies and practices pursuant to this agreement and any other
agreement with the withdrawing member, and the account between such
member and Trindel shall remain open until all losses and claims attributable
to the withdrawing member have been settled or until appropriate reserves
have been made to provide for such losses. Any refunds due to the
withdrawing Member shall only be paid by Trindel upon determination and
approval by the Board of Directors.

A member exercising the unilateral right of withdrawal under this paragraph
shall not be entitled to a division or distribution of any property acquired by
Trindel as a result of its operations under this agreement, but Trindel in its
discretion may enter into an agreement to pay upon a present or deferred
basis any sum of money agreed upon between the withdrawing member and
the Board of Directors of Trindel as consideration for the waiver of and
release of any claim which the withdrawing member might make in the nature
of a right to a share in the future in the property and assets of Trindel.

Trindel shall maintain in its books of account a record of the contributions
made by the withdrawing member to the acquisition of funds or assets in
proportion to the contributions made by the other members, for the purpose of
determining the division or distribution to which the withdrawing member
may be entitled in the event of the termination of the Fund in its entirety and

the distribution of its assets upon dissolution.

ARTICLE XVIII
REMOVAL
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A Member Entity may be removed from Trindel or a Program either with or
without cause. The Executive Director shall review any lack of satisfactory
performance or other problem with the Member Entity and shall attempt to resolve
the matter. If the Executive Director determines that the Member Entity is unwilling
or unable to correct the problem, the Executive Director shall present the matter to
the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may recommend to the Board
that the Member Entity be removed, either for cause or without cause. Action by the
Board shall require a vote of three-fourths of the total number of directors.

Removal of a Member Entity shall be in accordance with provisions in the

Bylaws.

ARTICLE XIX
EFFECT OF WITHDRAWAL OR REMOVAL
ON MEMBER ENTITY’S RESPONSIBILITIES

The withdrawal or removal of any Member Entity shall not terminate its
responsibility with respect to the following:

A. Provide Trindel with such statistical and loss experience data and other
information as may be necessary for Trindel to carry out the purposes of this
Agreement;

B. Pay to Trindel when due any Deposit Premiums or Special Assessments for
each Program in which it participated;

C: Cooperate fully with Trindel in determining the cause of losses in the
settlement of claims;

D. Cooperate with and assist Trindel and any insurer, claims adjuster, legal
counsel or other service provider engaged or retained by Trindel in all matters
relating to this Agreement; and

E. Comply with the Bylaws, and all policies and procedures of Trindel not
inconsistent with the provisions of this Agreement and not inconsistent with its

withdrawal or removal from Trindel.
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ARTICLE XX

TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT AND DISTRIBUTION OF ASSETS

This Agreement shall continue in full force and effect until terminated.

Termination of this Agreement shall also constitute the termination of all Programs.

A.

This Agreement may be terminated at any time by the vote of three-fourths of
the Member Entities acting through their governing bodies; provided,
however, that this Agreement and Trindel shall continue to exist for the
purpose of disposing of all claims, the distribution of assets, and performing
any other functions necessary to conclude the affairs of Trindel.

Upon termination of this Agreement, all net assets of each Program of Trindel
shall be distributed among the existing Member Entities. Distributions shall be
determined within six (6) months after the disposal of the last pending claim or
other liability covered by each Program.

Following the termination of this Agreement, any Member Entity which was a
participant in any Program of Trindel shall pay any additional amount of
premium, determined by the Board or its designee in accordance with a
Special Assessment formula, which may be necessary to enable final
disposition of all claims arising from losses under that Program during the
Member Entity’s period of participation.

The Board is vested with all powers of Trindel for the purpose of concluding
and dissolving the business affairs of Trindel. The Board may designate legal
counsel and any committee or person to carry out a plan of dissolution

adopted by the Board.

ARTICLE XXI
DISPUTE RESOLUTION

When a dispute arises between Trindel and a Member Entity, the following

procedure is to be followed.
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A. Request for Reconsideration. The Member Entity will make a written request
to Trindel or any appropriate Committee to reconsider its position, citing the
arguments in favor of the member Entity and any applicable case law that
applies. The Member Entity can also, request a personal presentation to that
Committee, if it so desires.

B. If after reconsideration the dispute remains unresolved, the Member Entity
may pursue any other legal remedies available to it, including but not limited

to, mediation, arbitration or by filing an action in Superior Court.

ARTICLE XXII
LIABILITY OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, COMMITTEE MEMBERS AND
LEGAL ADVISORS

The members of the Board of Directors, Officers, committee members and
legal advisors to any Board or committee of Trindel shall use ordinary care and
reasonable diligence in the exercise of their powers and in the performance of their
duties pursuant to this Agreement. They shall not be liable for any mistake of
judgement or any other action made, taken or omitted by them in good faith, nor for
any action taken or omitted by any agent, employee or independent contractor
selected with reasonable care, nor for loss incurred through investment of Trindel
funds, or failure to invest.

No Director, Officer, committee member or legal advisor to any Board or
committee shall be responsible for any action taken or omitted by any Director,
Officer, committee member or legal advisor to any committee. No Director, Officer,
committee member or legal advisor to any committee shall be required to give a bond
or other security to guarantee the faithful performance of their duties pursuant to
this Agreement.

The funds of Trindel shall be used to defend, indemnify and hold harmless
Trindel and any Director, Officer, committee member or legal advisor to any
committee for their actions taken within the scope of the authority of Trindel
Nothing herein shall limit the right of Trindel to purchase insurance to provide such

coverage as is hereinabove set forth.
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ARTICLE XXIII
NOTICES

Notices to Member Entities under this Agreement, or the Bylaws shall be
sufficient if mailed to their respective addresses on file with Trindel. Notices to
Trindel shall be sufficient if mailed to the address of the principal office of Trindel,

addressed to the Executive Director.

ARTICLE XXIV
PROHIBITION AGAINST ASSIGNMENT

No Member Entity may assign any right, claim, or interest it may have under
this Agreement, and no creditor, assignee or third party beneficiary of any Member
Entity shall have any right, claim or title to any part, share, interest, fund, premium

or asset of Trindel, without unanimous approval of the Board.

ARTICLE XXV
AMENDMENTS AND EFFECTIVE DATE

This Agreement may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the Member Entities
acting through their Board of Supervisors. Upon receipt of the vote of two-thirds of
the Member Entities amending this Agreement, such amendment shall become
effective immediately, unless otherwise stated therein. As of the effective date of any
amendment, such amended Agreement shall replace and supersede the Joint Powers
Agreement Creating Trindel Insurance Fund, executed October 6, 1986, and as

subsequently amended.

ARTICLE XXVI
SEVERABILITY
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Should any portion, term, condition or provision of this Agreement be decided
by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law of the
State of California, or be otherwise rendered unenforceable or ineffectual, the validity
of the remaining portions, terms, conditions and provisions shall not be affected

thereby.

ARTICLE XXVII
AGREEMENT COMPLETE

The foregoing constitutes the full and complete agreement of the parties.
There are no oral understandings or agreements not set forth in writing herein,
except as noted with respect to the Bylaws and Memorandum of Coverage. If any
provision of this Agreement conflicts with a provision of the Bylaws, a Memorandum
of Coverage or other document, such conflicting provisions shall be interpreted to

avoid any such conflict, but this Agreement shall govern.

ARTICLE XXVIII
FILING WITH SECRETARY OF STATE

A notice of this Agreement and any amendments thereto shall be prepared and
filed with the California Secretary of State within thirty (30) days of the effective date
of this Agreement or any amendment. The notice shall contain the name of each
public agency which is a party to the Agreement, the date upon which the Agreement
became effective, a statement of purpose of the Agreement or the power to be
exercised, and a description of the amendment or amendments made to the

Il wanted to take a moment to recap where we are in regards to Sutter County's (County) interest in Trinde! Insurance Fund
(Fund) membership. In reviewing the three major programs Workers' Compensation, Liability, and Property we found some
advantages for Sutter County membership.

in workers' comp. we looked at historical data in the County's fully insured program verses the Fund's self insured program. For a
nine year period 2003-04 thru 2012-13 the county could have saved 6.9 million in premiums. The Fund constantly reviews the
best risk financing scenarios for ifs members.

The liability program for the County is identical te the Fund's program at this time with a self insured levet of $100,000. | reviewed
the funding level of the County's program and it is well funded and would be an easy fransition.

The property Program for the County is insured with a 20,000 dollar deductible for autos and 25,000 for alf risk. This structure is
the same as the Fund's andBch are purchased through CSAC-EIA. The difference is that the Fund also self insures autos from
$1,000 to the $20,000 to cover the gap of coverage which helps departments budget without fluctuations in auto claims costs.

These three County programs would fit well in the Fund and the County would have a significant financial advantage in the
workers' compensation program. Mechanically the transition o membership is very easy given the relationship that the Fund and
County have with excess coverage through CSAC-EIA. The JPA agreement would have fo be adopted by the County Board of
Supervisors and | am happy to present the program to them. Lastly, the Trindel board would need to approve membership,

The Fund's Board discussed County membership at their last board meeting. The Board reviewed financial strength,
demographics, actuarial studies, and experience modification factors of the County. In addition the Board reviewed summary of
the workers' comp staff visit and the loss prevention assessment visit. Concerns were voiced about commitment to the loss
prevention program based on comments made by staff. The Board is also concerned that it may take the County several years fo
obtain full reimbursement of Loss prevention subsidy dollars based on the assessment that was taken. The areas that appear fo
be the greatest concern are the lack of a framework within the County for risk and safety related topics and issues to be
communicated, and the completeness and ease of use of the Injury iliness Prevention Program. With that said the Fund has a
successiul communication frarmework ihal can be used, and exampies and staff that wili aid in compieting a usefui injury iiiness
Prevention Program. With an understanding from the County management that these items are important in reduction of
premium costs and employee productivity; and a commitment to strive for a safe and educated work force, | believe the Board
would welcome what would become their largest member.

Regarding our Safety Officer, there was an understanding that we would be reimbursed in some
fashion for employing our own Safety Officer. Is that correct? If so, how does that
reimbursement work? | believe we are talking about the Loss Prevention Fvaluation. In 1999 the
Trindel Board approved attaching funding to the Loss Prevention Fvaluation that is done
annually for each member. The funding started out around $40,000 and has grown to be around
$60,000 each year. The intent is to give members incentive to participate and develop the foss
prevention program in each member County and ultimately reducing overall claims costs. The
funding was provided by increasing premiums by the same amount. With that said Members
receive the funds back if an evaluation scare of 80% or better is achieved. If less than 80% is
achieved (70%) then the member muitiplies the score times the funded amount {.70 X 60,000 =
$42,000) to know how much will be sent to the county to cover loss prevention costs for that
year. What is not distributed to the County that year will be held on account until the following
year where the member has another opportunity to achieve a score of 80% and receive the
current year allocation and the balance of what was not received from the prior year. If the 80%
score is not attained in the second year the board votes annually on what to do with the
undisbursed funds. Historically they have divided it up evenly amongst all members.

The Trindel Board believes that having an effective Safety Officer more than pays for itself by
avoiding potential claims and effectively managing claims, as well. The $60,000 is viewed by
some of our members as insurance that the safety position does not fali on the budget room
floor for fear of losing County funding.

How does Trindel accumulate and charge out overhead costs? Trindel accumulates overhead
costs monthly for the cost of staff, supplies, etc. On a quarterly basis these costs are distributed
to the programs and then members in the following fashion: 7% of the quarter costs are
allocated to the Workers' Comp program and 33% of the costs are allocated to the
Liability/Property program. The 67% in the Workers' Comp program is then allocated to each
member evenly. So regardiess of size or claim count each member shares the cost evenly. For
the 33% of costs allocated to the Liability/Property program; 75% is allocated evenly and 25% is
allocated on claim count by member.

All of these costs are included in premiums each year and there are no additional invoices for
any Trindel program or service throughout the year. We also cover any CSAC EIA premiums and
invoices that are received throughout the year so the County does not have to budget for
unexpected costs.






3} lam told that we would, at least initially, be paying Trindel the same amount that we pay for
insurance through CSAC EIA. Obviously, the premium that you will then pay on our behalf to
CSAC, at least with Workers Comp, will not be as much as our current premium as there will not
be coverage for the first $300,000. Where does the excess premium go within the Trinde!
banking arrangement? The excess premium would remain on deposit with Trindel in the
County’s Workers' Comp Fund to cover the incurred costs from claims that fall in the SIR range
for that year. if the County has favorable losses in that year we will fund a higher confidence
level. Once 90% confidence is achieved excess funding is returned to the County. Adversely, if
unfavorable losses are incurred, the members will fund the difference until the County can
adequately fund it. This is another reason for emphasizing the importance of the loss prevention

program.

4) For Workers Comp, will Trindel contract for an actuarial study for Sutter County alone? Do we
pay for that or does it come out of Trindel overhead? Yes, Trindel contracts to have actuarial
studies done each year for its self insured programs. The studies include all members and aid in
setting premiums and confidence levels for the fiscal year. Actuarial studies are part of Trindel

overhead costs.

5) lassume the actuarial study will determine what amount we need to have set aside to fund the
liability that comes with the SIR. Does the excess “premium” that we would pay to Trindel then
fund the SIR? The members receive two premium invoices, one in December and one in April to
coincide with County property tax cash flow. The premiums would include excess and SIR
premiums needed for the year. it is just easier for the members to make one or two payments
to Trindel for all of their insurance needs than several entities and invoices throughout the year.

if you would like to see the premium allocation and how it is broken down and the cost
smoothing that is done I'm happy to review that with you,

6) Is the full premium that we would pay to Trindel, if not all spent directly on insurance premiums,
allocable to State/Fed programs if not actually purchasing insurance or funding
programs/services? (Specifically, if we are to deposit funds with Trindel and part of that is
considered excess funds, couild we possibly be expected to book that as a deposit with others on
our side and would that then create an issue with charging that full “premium” amount out to
our State/Fed programs.) Very good question. Our members do charge the whole premium to
all departments general/state/fed funded. The funds on hand with Trindel are considered
encumbered or restricted funds for claim development. The members make one adjustment to
the “cash with fiscal agent"” or "deposits with others” for the fiscai year activity in Trindel on the
financial statements each year. The only issue we have had in regards to state and federal
funded programs accepting full premium as an expense, came from a cost plan analyst from the
SCO this year. He addressed two Trindel members and his comment was if the program is self
insured the feds wilt only fund up to 75% confidence level {our Board has funded at 90%). After

much debate with the analyst we came to the conclusion that Trindel is an insurance pool and
therefore the self insurance rule he was quoting did not apply. As funds tighten up for the state
and federal government I'm sure we, as well as the local governments will have to make
changes.

It has been discussed at several points that Trindel would hire additional claims adjusters for
Workers’ Comp claims if Sutter County joins. Does the extra adjuster position get paid by
Trindel and distributed through all as overhead, or would Sutter County be expected pay for the
full cost directly? Under the current model any additional cost to the program would be split
evenly with all members as discussing question 2. Upon Sutter becoming a member all the
current and old claims would stay with the CSAC EIA pool as the County has aiready paid for
them with your past premiums. Going forward we would pick up incoming claims so a full time
adjuster would not be necessary right away. We would have the better part of a year to get the
right person in piace to handle the expected claim volume.

Under the banking arrangement, | have been told that if we do not “spend” all of our funds, we
can get it back. How does that process work? The Board has established a target funding level
that is applied to each member based on confidence levels and deductible amounts for each
program, Once that funding level is reached the remaining funds are available to the member by
offsetting premiums in upcoming years, or cash returned to the county directly, or retained at
Trindel for future needs. The return of funds calculation is done at the end of each year and
presented to the Trindel Board for approval.

if we do receive funds back, this sounds like a refund. How are your other agencies handling, or
how do you recommend handling, something fike a refund? This may be a concern if we have
already allocated that cost to State/Fed programs in prior years. Yes, you are correct, the return
of funds can be an issue. Years ago these funds were just swept in the general fund for ease of
use. But as you are aware the SCO would not permit that today. The funds returned are typically
returned through a reverse allocation on how premiums were collected in the previous year.
Some counties have found creative ways to bring the funds back to the County but | believe it
should be returned to the County program that paid the premium.

10} Do your other agencies still maintain Workers Comp and Liability programs in Internal Service

Funds? Ours are both ISFs and | am curious if we would need to maintain those. Some maintain
a Risk Management Department that is considered a service department for cost plan purposes.
This department pays risk management salary, safety salary and pays premiums. A iournal is
made to charge County departments for the insurance programs and deposited in that
department. This department can either be a service department or a internal service fund.
Both work, or you could have ISF for both and allocate and pay premiums through them. Each






Auditor has established the accounting structure based on their own knowledge and comfort
level with each.

11) | have heard several concerns expressed regarding coverage for Fire service employees. Is there
an issue with Trindel managing/accepting Sutter County’s “risk” Fire? Absolutely not, that is
what we do. There was some discussion on the additional risk the County is retaining in regards
to the fire department, but understanding that the County has decided to retain that risk we will

work with you to reduce the frequency and severity of this risk exposure.

12) | have the same gquestion regarding volunteer coverage. We currently cover volunteers,
especially Fire service volunteers. |am just curious if there are any issue with that, or if we
would need to handle that function separately. We cover volunteers in all member Counties in
many different departments. Most Counties have made a Board resolution to cover volunteers
5o we are accustom to including them in your workforce.

13) From your perspective, what is the value-added for going Sutter County comparing the Trindel
arrangement vs. regular self-insurance? Why would we essentially self insure through Trindel
rather than simply managing a seif insurance retainer ourselves? 1 am curious about this
perspective from a Liability and Workers Comp standpoint. The self-insured component is just
one aspect of risk financing. The County would have greatly benefitted from self insuring the
Workers' Compensation program in the past few years. Trindel risk management services
evaluate the market conditions every year and establish the best scenario whether it is insuring
and with who, pooling, or self insuring and at what level. The scenario is brought to the Board
for discussion modification and approval. We also help with risk assessments and risk treatment
options for any new exposures.

Claims management services are pro-active and very customer seyvice criented to both the
member County and claimant. In eliminating third party administrators we have discovered that
Trindel adjusters take ownership and care about the injured employees and strive to work with
all parties to move the claims to resolution without litigation. When needed Trinde! has
astablished cost effective legal panels for WC and Liability that specialize in County Government
services.

Trindel also provides Loss Prevention Services. We employ two trainers to get the word out to
all of your employees that we all share in the cost of claims. And it is important to the County
that employees work smart and safely so they are healthy for their personal and professional
lives.

Leadership supervisor
training program requires supervisors and managers to attend three professional development
training/classes a year. The loss prevention evaluations that | mentioned earlier provides
stability, incentive and credibility for the loss prevention efforts. Our loss prevention employees
also help in other areas with regards to compliance and safe work practices.

I have added a column to your attached spreadsheet to demonstrate the difference of premium paid and incurred losses
for each year. {incurred losses is what you expect to pay for the life of your claims}. With the column E “Premium less
Incurred” you can summarize that the county overpaid their losses in this program by 6.9 million from luly 2003 to June
2012 (9 years).

Assuming zero risk for this time period, it cost the county 6.9 million above its actual cost. Back in 2008 the Trindel
counties had similar results and chose to retain more risk and self insured from 0 to 125,000. f Sutter county would
have made the same decision at that time it would have saved $2,247,598.

We asses our risk appetite every year in our programs and move together as a group. July first of 2012 the group
secided to retain more risk and seif insured up to 300,000. Once our risk appetite is set by the board we focus on claims
frequency through loss prevention programs and then claims management and claim closure through our claims
handling department.

Next we should look at the tosses from 125,000 to 300,000 in workers’ comp and the Liability and property loss data. |
will ask Jessica at EIA for the information if you like and do a similar comparison.
